Card stock paper available at any arts and crafts store or o�ce supply store. Buy the cardstock in letterhead (8.5” x 11”).
TIP: You can try using cardstock with a subtle texture  like linen, or canvas, etc., for a di�erent look.  You may even 
try light cream cardstock if you wish.
Any of the following for cutting:   Scissors | paper cutter | x-acto knife and straight edge
Printed PDF �les of this kit on card stock paper. TIP: Set your printer to maximun quality and print desired pages of kit.
You also have the option of taking your PDF �les to your local o�ce supply store for printing of your pages there.

Score all areas where indicated!!! 
Scoring is the act of creating a line or depression in the paper that will help the paper fold.  If you simply fold the paper, 
your crease may look very unprofessional or the paper may even crack!  You can score paper using any tool like a very 
dull knife (like a butter knife) | an old ball point pen with no ink inside | burnisher tool | or a bone folder and a ruler.  
The objective is for the  paper to want to fold easily  :)
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
